Tim traveled to Malawi (a South African country) where he spoke at a men’s retreat on the marks of
godly character, which are important for anyone but vital for church leaders. Near the end of 2021,
we were able to host an evening with the key families of the Presbyterian churches in Cape Town
so they could all get better acquainted. It was a joy to get more connected with the small Presbytery
here and assist in church planting efforts.

Tim also led the two day board meeting for Southern Africa Reformed Mission (SARM) over
Zoom. The board enthusiastically endorsed the raising of $100,000 to support a church plant in
Johannesburg, South Africa as well as a church planting internship program.

Pray for Tim as he plans trips to the US in 2022 to promote SARM projects and recruit leaders to
assist in equipping key national partners in Southern Africa. Pray for Therese as she sets up monthly
Zoom events for Mission to the World women across Sub-Sahara Africa.
